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THE FUTURE OF SF NEIGHBORHOODS

Proposed Draft Economic Development Plan

In November 2004, San Francisco voters passed
Proposition I that requires:

1.) the development of an Economic Development Plan
and Survey on Barriers to Employment Retention &
Attraction, and

2.) the dreation of two positios in the Controller’s Office
to perform economic analysis of proposed legislation.

The Mayor’s Office of Economic and Workforce Devel-
opment engaged a team of consultants, ICF Consulting, to
develop the San Francisco Economic Development Plan.
In April 2006, the consulting team issued its first analytical
report, San Francisco’s Recent Economic Performance:
Outcomes, Markets, Workforce, and Small Business, which
reviewed the recent changes in San Francisco’s population,
and recent performance of San Francisco’s economy. At
the July 2006 CSFN General Assembly, Ted Egan of ICF
Consulting, leader of the consulting team, presented an
overview and summary of the first analytical report.

The consulting team now has completed a draft of San
Francisco’s economic development plan that soon will be
presented to the Board of Supervisors. At the April 17, 2007
meeting of the CSFN General Assembly, Ted Egan will
describe the proposed plan and recommendations.

The recommendations in this draft Economic Development
Plan will have a tremendous impact on future policy
making in San Francisco. This is a “cookie cutter”
document which will be utilized for years to come to
formulate, evaluate, and implement future policies to be
adopted by the Board of Supervisors.

Many of these future policies will have a great impact on
future character of San Francisco’s neighborhoods and

on the quality of life of the people of San Francisco. So it
is imperative that all CSFN delegates and alternates give
careful attention to this presentation of the consulting
team’s proposed draft economic development plan at this
month’s meeting of the CSFN General Assembly meeting.
In reviewing the presentation, delegates and alternates will
have the opportunity to become better informed and ask

questions about the proposed draft plan — questions such
as:

1) Does the proposed draft describe accurately and
completely the significant role played by San
Francisco’s neighborhoods in San Francisco’s
economy?

2) Did representatives of San Francisco’s neighborhoods
participate in the development of the proposed draft
economic development plan?

3) What opportunity will be given to the neighborhood
organizations and the citizens of San Francisco
to make comments and, if necessary, propose
amendments to this draft economic development
plan?

It is important that the CSFN participate actively in

the review of the plan and, if necessary, recommend
amendments to improve the proposed draft economic
development plan for San Francisco so it will better achieve
the goal of implementing an economic development plan
that effectively improves the economic well-being and
enhances the unique world renown quality of life of the

people of San Francisco.
